Postcodes have also been omitted from this
analysis and other identifiers such as unique respondent ID, date and time of response
have also been removed.

Question 6 and ‘other’ open comment questions: Open comments where seen to be
defamatory - statements have been redacted to protect people. This includes bad
language and personal details, for example names of council staff. Open comments
containing personal details which could potentially identify an individual have also been
redacted.
