2023 and is making the Order in part as detailed in this Notice.

The Order will be effective from 19t June 2023 and may be cited as “The Borough of Warrington (Traffic
Management) (Civil Enforcement) Consolidation (Amendment No. 54) (Part 1) Order 2023”.

Any person who wishes to question the validity of the Order or of any provision contained in it on the grounds
that it is not within the powers conferred by the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 or on the grounds that any




requirement of that Act or any instrument made under it has not been complied with in relation to the Order
may, within six weeks from 24" May 2023, apply to the High Court for this purpose.
