ADOPTION STATEMENT 

The Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 (as amended) 

The Town and Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) Regula�ons 2012 (as 
amended) 

Notice is hereby given in accordance with the above named Act and Regula�ons, that 
Warrington Borough Council formally adopted the Warrington Local Plan 2021/22 – 2038/39 
at a mee�ng of Full Council on the 4th December 2023. 

The Warrington Local Plan 2021/22 – 2038/39 was subject to an independent examina�on 
carried out by Inspectors Andrea Mageean BA (Hons) BPI PhD MRTPI and Kevin Ward BA 
(Hons) MRTPI, appointed by the Secretary of State. The examina�on of the Local Plan 
included public hearing sessions which took place during September and October 2022, with 
an addi�onal 1-day hearing session taking place in July 2023. 

In the Inspectors’ Report issued to the Council on 23rd October 2023, the Inspectors 
confirmed that subject to the Main Modifica�ons recommended, the Warrington Local Plan 
2021/22 – 2038/39 is considered to be ‘Sound’, legally compliant and provides an 
appropriate basis for the planning of the Borough. 

Pursuant to Sec�on 23 (3) of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act (2004), the adopted 
Warrington Local Plan 2021/22 – 2038/39 incorporates the Inspector’s Main Modifica�ons. 
It also incorporates necessary addi�onal Minor Modifica�ons made by the Council that do 
not materially affect the policies of the Local Plan. 

The adopted Warrington Local Plan 2021/22 – 2038/39 replaces the Warrington Local Plan 
Core Strategy (2014) in its en�rety and covers the whole geographical area of the Borough. 

Any person aggrieved by the adop�on of the Warrington Local Plan 2021/22 – 2038/39 may 
make an applica�on to the High Court under Sec�on 113 of the Planning and Compulsory 
Purchase Act 2004 on the grounds that: 

a) the Plan is not within the appropriate power conferred by the Planning and Compulsory

b) a procedural requirement of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, or its 
associated Regula�ons have not been complied with. 

Any such Applica�on must be made to the High Court before the end of the period of six 
weeks beginning with the day a�er the date on which the Warrington Local Plan 2021/22 – 
2038/39 was adopted (i.e. six weeks beginning on 5 December 2023). 

In accordance with Regula�ons 26 and 35 of the Town and Country Planning (Local Planning) 
(England) Regula�ons 2012 (as amended) and Regula�on 16 of the Environmental 
Assessment of Plans and Programmes Regula�ons 2004, the following documents have been 
made available for inspec�on on the Council’s website:
